4. ANOVICE is a Horse or Pony that has never won a Championship in a similar contest at
an Agricultural Show.

5. LOCAL classes are fdnorses owned and ridden kgsidentsof the Gympie Regional

threecalendar months prior to the month of the Gympie Show and must be stabled or

paddocked in the area for that time.
